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CHAPTER 1 
 

INTRODUCTION 
 
This 2009-2014 Port of Grays Harbor 28th Street Landing Recreational Lands and Facilities Plan 
provides an insight into the current and future boating and water access needs of Grays Harbor. 
A 28th Street Landing Recreational Lands and Facilities Plan Advisory Committee was 
specifically formed to create this plan and contribute local knowledge of recreational boating and 
water access needs. 
 
PURPOSE AND INTENT 
 
The plan serves as a policy document to guide development, operations, and maintenance 
activities at the 28th Street Landing. It also provides the basis of eligibility for federal and state 
financial assistance. In compliance with the planning requirements of the Recreation and 
Conservation Funding Board, all elements necessary to qualify for recreation funding are 
included in this plan: 
 

 Goals and Objectives 
 Inventory of existing sites and facilities 
 Public involvement 
 Demand and needs 
 Capital Improvement Program 
 Local adoption 

 
BACKGROUND 
 
The 28th Street Landing is located just west of three marine terminals which is receives freight by 
rail, cargo ship, and truck. Although this is a busy industrial area, the Port of Grays Harbor 
maintains a public one lane boat launch and viewing tower at the 28th Street Landing which 
provides public water access in the Aberdeen and Hoquiam area. The 28th Street Landing is 
located within the cities limits of Hoquiam. See the 28th Street Landing Vicinity Map 1.1 on page 
2. 
 
Planning for the 28th Street Landing has been limited. An 28th Street Landing Concept Design for 
Parking Improvements was drafted in 2005. The Port of Grays Harbor provides much more 
recreation and water access facilities for Grays Harbor citizens at the Westport Marina boat 
basin. It has a three lane boat launch, moorage capacity of 650 vessels, and public docks for 
fishing and pedestrians. Recreational planning for the Westport Marina was conducted as a joint 
effort with the City of Westport in creation of the City of Westport Comprehensive Park 
&Recreation Plan: 2006-2011.  
 
Although the Port of Grays Harbor has concentrated its recreational planning efforts on their 
Westport properties, it recognizes that the 28th Street Landing is an important water access 
opportunity for fishing, boating, and water viewing for the community and Western WA.
