
439,728 MT of bulk 
cargo plus project cargos 
loaded aboard 37 vesssels 
at Port terminals. 

The addition of 
liquid bulk shipments due to 
Imperium Grays Harbor and 
a strong second half of the 
year for dry bulk made 2007 
a solid year for cargo 
shipments at the Port of 
Grays Harbor.   

Marine Terminals 
Manager Seth Taylor 
reported that 250,600 metric 
tons of bulk products were 
shipped through the Port’s 
docks last year.  AGP began 
shipping dried distillers 
grain (DDGs) this year,  the 
byproduct of ethanol 
production.   

 
Imperium Grays Harbor, 
employs 55 at the nation's 
largest biodiesel facility.  

Construction employed 
more than 200 people while 
shipments from the facility 

have generated an additional 
10 longshore worker full time 
equivalents.  The economic 
spin from the 100 million 
gallons biodiesel facility are 
felt throughout the region.

 Grays Harbor Sustainable Industries Innovation 
Partnership Zone (IPZ) Designated.  

Governor Gregoire recognized the innovation 
occurring between Grays Harbor’s “green” industrial 
base and designated the area an “Innovation 
Partnership Zone”.  A $1 million grant toward the 
development of a sustainable industries research and 
development incubator laboratory was awarded to the 
Port of Grays Harbor.  The Sustainable Industries 
Research and Development Lab will bring private 
industry together with institutional research resources 
for the development and promotion of new 
commercially-viable products.  Port tenants Paneltech 
International, Imperium Grays Harbor and Grays 
Harbor Paper are already collaborating on innovative 
products that utilize each company’s products and 
waste materials. 
 
Planning for the Future… 

WSDOT continued pre-permiting efforts on the 
Port’s 40-acre site at the confluence of the Hoquiam 
and Chehalis Rivers.  The site is the preferred option 
for the construction of the replacement pontoons for 
the State’s floating bridges. 

Working with port user groups a number of 
feasibility, master plans and other future efforts are 
underway.  The Westport Marina Boat Basin Master 
Plan is well under way (see related story at right).  
The Port also completed the Sustainable Industries 
Research and Development Facility feasiblity study.
