
�� AGP’s exports of high grade agricultural products 
tops 2 million tons .  2008 was a great year for the 
AGP facility, which saw it’s first shipment of whole 
soybeans and now in early 2009 is seeing its first 
shipment of corn kernels.  The success of the AGP 
facility at Terminal 2 has led to AGP reserving an option 
for future growth at the terminal.  Between AGP, 
Imperium Grays Harbor, and other activities on the 
docks, nearly 24,000 longshore hours were worked, 
equivalent to 19 full time employees. 

�� Ocean Cold LLC opened the largest cold storage 
facility north of LA .  The 94,000 sq. ft. cold storage 
warehouse will employ more than 500 people during 
peak season, with approximately 50 workers year 
round. Westport, the largest fish landing port in the 
Northwest, accounts for nearly half of all commercial 
fish landings in Washington State. This additional cold 
storage capacity will help Westport’s share of landings 
continue to grow. 

�� Willis Enterprises relocated to 25 acres at the Por t 
owned Marine Terminal 3 in Hoquiam.   Willis 
Enterprises, owned by Paul Willis, began improvements 
to the uplands and dock during 2008 and hopes to be 
operational for barging and trucking of wood chips as 
early as April 2009.

�� Westway Terminals, a leader in 
liquid bulk storage and 
transfer, began permitting to 
build a $17 million liquid bulk 
shipping and storage facility  
near Port of Grays Harbor 
Terminal 1 in 2008, breaking 
ground for construction on 
February 10, 2009.  The company 
plans to employ 10-12 people in 
addition to the longshore workers 
who will service the one to two 
ship calls expected per month. 

� �WSDOT Pontoon Construction 
will be in Grays Harbor .  This 
project is in the permitting stages, 
with the final site to be selected 
sometime in 2009.

One Facility 

Change Touches 
Many Local 
Employers  

 One way the Port 
generates jobs in the 
community is providing the 
facilities in which private 
businesses operate.  
Warehouse G—home to 
Paneltech International is a 
great example.   
 When Paneltech 
approached the Port with 
the need to add a second 
treater to their existing 
operation, the Port and the 
company worked together 
to come up with the most 
cost effective way to make 
room for this production 
expansion. The answer: 
remove a wall within the 
plant.  With the help of 
engineers, a plan was 
developed and sent out to 
bid.  Enter Harbor Machine 
and Fabricating, pictured 
left, who fabricated the 
structural beam.  After a 
third party inspection, 
Doyle Construction will 
install the beam.   
 So how does this create 
jobs?  Paneltech will 
double their production 
(generating new jobs), local 
fabricators produced the 
beams and local 
construction workers did 
the installation (retaining 
jobs).  That is what they 
call economic spin.
