Work Begins on Liquid Bulk Facility
— GH Welcomes Westway Terminals

Local leaders welcomed Grays Harbor’s newest business,
Westway Terminals, during a groundbreaking ceremony
February 10,2009. Piles are now being installed on their

Terminal 2 site to support the large storage tanks to be
constructed on the site.

Construction began at the Port of Grays
Harbor on Westway Terminals’ newest liquid bulk
facility this month. The state-of-the-art bulk liquid
storage and transfer facility will feature four on-site
storage tanks with direct access to ship, rail and
truck transfers in the first phase of the project.

Westway Terminals, a subsidiary of ED&F
Man, is a leader in liquid bulk storage and
handling. With locations in the United States and
around the world, this will be the company’s first
Pacific Northwest facility. “Grays Harbor’s close
proximity to the Pacific Ocean, only an hour and a
half from open sea, and its rail access are
excellent advantages for our Pacific Northwest
hub,” reported Scott MacKenzie, Westway'’s Vice
President of Business Development. “We were
attracted by the location and access to
infrastructure to serve our growing Pacific
Northwest and Pacific Rim customer base.”
