Dkorum, Inc: Return of Log Exports
Creates Jobs for GH Timber Workers

Every load of logs creates a job, from the cutter in the woods, to the truck driver to the
sorter to the scaler to the longshore worker who loads it aboard the vessel.

MV Santa Francisca, the Port's
first log export vessel since 2000,
loaded over one million board feet of
Hemlock logs bound for South Korea
this month. This was first shipment of
new port tenant Dkoram, Inc., whose
President Roger Redifer is no stranger
to the log export business. Mr. Redifer
worked for Rayonier during the heyday
of log exports. He is putting his
expertise and connections to work to
generate new job opportunities for
Harborites.

“ Bulk (export) makes good
sense right now. The national log
market is struggling and local timber
companies should be looking overseas
to get the most out of their
investments,” says Redifer. “ Getting
better prices out of the logs and moving
them through the Port keeps local

employees busy, from loggers to truck
drivers to longshore workers.”

Logs from all over the region
began arriving by truck in late-April.
This first vessel is the beginning of
regular port calls planned by Dkoram.

Logs once accounted for 95%
of the Port’s international cargoes. In
its prime, the Port’ s export inventory
reached 80 million board feet.
According to Deputy Executive Director
Leonard Barnes, “ The Port would be
loading ships day and night, seven
days a week at Terminals 2, T4A &
T4B, with additional ships at anchor
waiting to come in.”

While the current export log
shipment may not be as grand as the
past, it definitely marks the Port’ s
return to its roots.

Westport Boat
Launch
Improvements
Start in July

The Westport Marina
Boat Launch will be getting
an ‘extreme’ makeover this
summer. Beginning July
7" construction crews will
replace 41 deteriorating
floats, with new concrete-
encased foam floats. 67%
of this $205,000 project is
funded by a grant from the
Washington State
Recreation & Conservation
Office. The Port is funding
33%.

“To alleviate the impact
on our boaters we have
asked the contractor to
perform as much work as
possible during off peak
hours,” reports Robin
Leraas, Westport Marina
Manager. “We will always
have one lane open during
construction but |
recommend boaters
launch & plan to moor in
the Marina if they want to
save time.”

For vessels under 29’
interested in seasonal
moorage, the Westport
Marina offers a 3-month
“Play & Stay” package
which includes unlimited
launch & three months
moorage for only $350.
