PNW Coastal Export Corridor Rail Improvements 
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Through 2Q10, Grays Harbor exports 
have tripled over 2009 volumes. To 
address the growing export volumes, the 
Port has designed a comprehensive rail 
system (above) that will increase the 
amount of cargo that can ship through the 
Port while addressing some congestion 

issues along the mainline.   
Phase 1 has completed permitting and 

will begin construction in September.  The 
Port is pursuing final permits and federal 
funding for Phase 2, to be completed by 
2012.

and details their philosophic approach to achieving 
the goal to keep fishing here on our Port. 

"We believe there are three primary areas of 
focus that we need to have if we are to keep Grays 
Harbor fishing," explained Dennis Rydman, president 
of Ocean Gold Seafoods. "Those are: Good Jobs; 
Clean Oceans; and, Strong Communities. If we make 
our business decisions based upon whether or not 
they will achieve one or more of those goals, we are 
on the right track." 

During the fishing season, the Ocean Companies 
represents one of the largest employers in the county.  

“Most of us are generational participants in the 
fishery," Rydman noted. "We are building this 
company so that generations to come can enjoy this 
industry at the Port of Grays Harbor." 

The M/V STX Harmony sailed 
into the Port of Grays Harbor 
Monday, June 28, 2010, and docked 
for the first time at Terminal 4.  

Taking baled pulp and logs from 
the region, Washington State was 
doubly honored by being the first port 
of call of STX Pan Ocean’s M/V STX 
Harmony, as well as the origin of the 
first export cargoes to be loaded and 
shipped aboard the vessel. 

DK Korea and DKoram Inc., 
charters of the vessel, have brought a 
resurgence of log exports from Grays 
Harbor to China and South Korea 
markets.  DKoram’s commitment to 
Grays Harbor began last spring with 
the first log export vessel to call from 
the Port of Grays Harbor in eight 
years. This visit is the first of many 
planned by the charterer and owner.
